At the hfcyclists meeting on 5 February we decided to look into presenting LBHF with a petition to press for more a more pro-active approach from the Council concerning the problems that pedestrians and cyclists will experience when the Southern Interchange is built.

In your letter to me dated 14 December 2007 you state
"Not withstanding the above, this administration is committed to trying to ensure that we get the best possible solutions for cyclists within the given parameters of traffic and bus flows and Cabinet Members will consider the final proposals for the southern interchange before deciding whether they can be agreed or need to be referred back to the Planning Applications Committee. We will take a similar approach with the Westfield Cycling Strategy when the final version is produced. Officers have been made aware of the Administration's wishes in these respects and I can confirm that many members, but in particular myself and Councillor White, will be paying particular attention to the proposed outcomes."

I do not believe that the parameters of traffic and bus flows require the road layout, as presently presented, to be so inconsiderate of, and dangerous to, vulnerable road users. I urge you to take heed of our petition. This petition has 14 signatories that I believe are on the electoral roll. [A further signatory is not on the electoral roll].  
As this should be adequate under the rules for petitions, and as time is of the essence, I have opted to send this to you as soon as possible rather than have people spending time collecting a very large number of signatures, which I am sure would be possible, and which some of our members are pushing for.
